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BASEBALL SUPPLEMENT for 2018-2019 2019-2020

ARTICLE I
CONFERENCE ELIGIBILITY
It is the responsibility of the head coach, athletic director, college administrator and Coast Conference Commissioner's office.


To comply with all standards as prescribed in the California Community College Athletic Association (CCCAA) Constitution and Bylaws.
ARTICLE II
Conference Divisions, Sport Representatives and Sport Liaison
The Coast Conference is divided into two Divisions:  

North Division: Chabot, Canada, DeAnza, Mission, San Francisco, San Mateo, Skyline, West Valley 
South Division: Cabrillo, Canada, DeAnza, Gavilan, Hartnell, Mission, Monterey, Ohlone, Skyline

The baseball coaches shall elect sport representative(s) from each division for a period of three years. If a sport representative representative leaves their coaching position, a new sport representative shall be elected for the remainder of the term. Any changes in the sport representative will be reported to the conference sport liaison. Dino Nomicos (Skyline) South North Division and Daniel Phillips (MPC) Rick Wiens (West Valley) North South Division will be the conference sport representatives for the 2018, 2019 and 2020  2020,2021 and 2022 seasons.

The sport representatives shall be responsible for setting two conference meetings - One in the fall which would address concerns for the upcoming season and one in the spring at the end of the season before the Nor-Cal regional playoffs. The conference sport liaison should be notified and attend these meetings.

· The sport representatives shall perform and administer all duties as outlined in the Coast Conference Constitution and Bylaws  
· The conference sport liaison shall perform and administer all duties as outlined in the Coast Conference Constitution and Bylaws. 


The sport representatives, conference sport liaison and conference Head Baseball Coaches will examine re-alignment and scheduling for the conference on a two year basis. The next evaluation is in 2019 2021. Division realignment and conference schedules shall follow the criteria stated in the Coast Conference Constitution and Bylaws. 

The sport representatives are the conference official representatives to the Nor-Cal seeding meeting.

ARTICLE III
RULES OF COMPETITION
A) RULES


Current NCAA rules will be followed except for changes stated in Bylaw 4 of the CCCAA Constitution and Bylaws.

B) STARTING DATES


Practice or scrimmages may begin no earlier than January 15th. Unless the date falls on a Sunday then practice will start on the Monday January 16th.

The first game will be scheduled no earlier than January 27th. The first game may be scheduled on January 27th or the 4th Friday in January, whichever comes first. Unless it falls on a Saturday or Sunday, then play may begin on the preceding Friday.
C) COMPETITION SCHEDULE 

The Coast Conference Pacific South has 18 conference games and  Golden gate Division Coast Conference North has 20 conference games--champion to be determined by the team with the best conference record.
· Coast Conference South schedule will consist of six 3-game series. Coast Conference North schedule will consist of two rounds of five 2-game series. 

· Order of opponents for competition in the Coast Conference South and North will remain the same for two years (2020 and 2021) with home dates flipped for the second year.
· Future years order of opponent will be by random draw.

All games will be 9 inning games.
· Cross Over games are included in the conference schedule but are not used to determine the team with the best conference record because all teams do not play a complete crossover against the other conference.
· Order of opponents for Cross Over will remain the same for two years (2020 and 2021) with home dates flipped for the second year.
· Future years order of opponent for cross overs will be by random draw.
D) STARTING TIMES 

Weekday games will begin at 2:00 PM, 2:30 after daylight savings

Saturday games at 1:00pm.

Game times/dates may only be changed by mutual consent of the coaches and athletic directors.

It is the home team's responsibility to provide batting practice, (T-TH-SA-SU) on field.  Visiting team must be allowed to hit.  If the visiting team does not want to hit, they should inform the home team at least 4 hours before game time. (M-W-F) is by mutual consent of the coaches/athletic directors.  If one coach/athletic director declines, neither team can hit on the field or in the cages.  ½ hour is the maximum time allowed for the visiting team. 
NOTE - It is mandatory that protective batting helmets be worn by players during pre-game batting practice – both on the field and in the batting cages.

Visiting teams will receive a minimum of ten minutes for pre-game infield in accordance with the pre-game schedule. While pre-game is going on the opposing team cannot play catch or stretch in the outfield till outfield in and out is completed.

No batting practice, etc., to be done by either team while games are in progress. (In cages, etc.)


It is recommended that all pre-game drills be conducted on a regular playing field.


Field maintenance is the responsibility of the home team. Pitcher's mound & Bull Pen Mounds, home plate and the infield should be prepared before Pre-game batting practice & infield-outfield and prepared again after pre-game infield practice is completed.
E) RAIN OUTS


Make-up games, conference but not cross over, are to be played on the next open date (M-W-F or Sunday by mutual consent of both coaches and athletic directors involved). Make-up games must be made up in the order they are rained out.  EXCEPTION:  When make-up games are rained out, they must be re-scheduled as soon as possible (next available M, W, F, or (Sunday if agreed) – The last two Sundays of the regular season are NOT optional as all rained out games must be completed in a timely manner).  These games will not take precedence over another scheduled make-up of a rainout.  Once a date is set for the make-up of a rainout between two teams, both teams are obligated to honor that date.  Therefore, it is conceivable that games might not be made up in the order they were originally rained out.  Switching sites in order to play games is acceptable. If the entire schedule cannot be completed then the team with the best winning percentage in conference games will be declared conference champions.
1. The only acceptable reasons for not making up a rain-out as scheduled are:
a) Unplayable field; 
b) inability of visiting team to get transportation              
c) unavailability of umpires
d) unavailability of athletic trainers on site
e) Athletic Directors must verify that one of the conditions existed to further cause a cancellation.
It is the responsibility of each team to report the re-scheduling of games to their divisional representative.  The athletic directors must verify that one of the conditions existed to further cause a cancellation.

2. Halted or rained out game(s) may be made up over the conference scheduled “spring break” if mutually agreed upon by the two head coaches.  A suspended game may only be made up over spring break if the two teams have no remaining games with each other.

Conference (make-up) and cross over games take precedence over non-conference games.

No team will be required to play more than (4) scheduled conference games per week.   Week is defined as Monday-Sunday (Sunday is optional).

1. A halted game as described in this supplement shall count as part of the four games in a week that the game is being made up.


All rain outs, make-ups, protested games, etc., must be completed by midnight on Saturday, April 27, 2019 25, 2019. 
F) GAMES NOT COMPLETED


All conference, but not cross over, games must be played to their completion (9 innings, 8 1/2 if the home team is ahead).


HALTED GAME RULE IS IN EFFECT. All conference games will be completed from the point they were halted, regardless of the inning.  This does not apply to cross over games. All halted games will be completed at the start of the next home game in which the game was halted. If the home team does not have another home game with the opponent it will be played at the visiting team’s site. If the two teams have no dates remaining the game will be played on the next open date per the rain out procedure.
G) EQUIPMENT

      Balls used in conference play shall be the Rawlings FSR100CCC
     The host team will provide the game balls.


Bases must be installed securely. All pitching mounds must meet NCAA specifications.

H) SCORING


The home book is the official scorebook. It is the visitor’s responsibility to check with the home scorebook. Home team shall provide an official scorer.

Stat Crew / Presto is the official scoring program of the CCCBCA; it is the home team’s responsibility to upload to Stat Crew / Presto game stats within 5 hours of the end of the game. 
I) STATISTICS
· Each college shall post rosters, schedules and statistics as required by Bylaw 4 in the CCCAA Constitution and Bylaws.
J) OFFICIALS


The home team will provide two umpires from a declared and approved umpire association.   (Central Coast Collegiate Baseball Umpires Association)
· In the event that only one umpire is available to umpire a contest, both coaches and the host AD must be in agreement before the contest begins.  If one umpire is used to officiate a contest the umpire must work the game from behind the plate. If both coaches elect to play with just one umpire working, then no protest can be lodged based on the lack of two umpires.
ARTICLE IV
RESPONSIBILITIES
A) HOST SCHOOL


Host school shall have choice of dugout.


Host school shall provide balls for the game. See Article III, section G.


A trainer with medical kit, ice, water, and plastic bags must be available, supplied by the host school for all contests. Water and drinking cups or a water fountain must be in the dugouts.


Host school is the official book.

Each college shall provide, before the first conference game to each schools athletic director and head baseball coach:

1.
A complete copy of their schedule

Locations and directions to their playing field.
     The host school must have an official NCAA baseball rulebook in the dugout for all home

       games.
ARTICLE V
CONFERENCE CHAMPION
A) PROCEDURE

     There will be no post-conference playoffs. The champion will be determined by overall

Conference finish. If two or more teams tie for first place, they will be declared co-champions. The team that has won the head to head series will be placed ahead of the other team for seeding purposes.

The following tiebreaker formula will be used for post-conference seeding purposes for automatic qualifiers only:

1. . First or second place tie with two teams:
a) Head to Head Competition

b) Rating Percentage Index (RPI)
2. First or second place tie with two or more teams when a tie cannot be broken by               head to head competition: 
a) Rating Percentage Index (RPI)
3. Seeding for at large births only:

a) Head to Head

b) Rating Percentage Index (RPI)

c) Order may be changed by 2/3 vote of divisional teams.  Vote should be based on the same seeding criteria that is used for post season play.
ARTICLE VI
ALL CONFERENCE AWARDS
Conference champion will receive a trophy and:


There will be a total of 18 all-conference awards per division designated by the coaches, plus (1) MVP and (1) Pitcher of the Year per division

MVP will be determined first. Each school may nominate one player. The MVP will then be included for first team awards. MVP Pitcher will be the top vote getter for first team in the pitching category. All ties must be broken.


All schools must submit by email their final nominations for All-Coast awards to the Division Representative (Dino Nomicos, Skyline College, and Rick Wiens, West Valley College) on Friday before the conference meeting. The Division Representative will then compile the official ballot for the season ending conference meeting. Any player nominated for all-conference consideration must be eligible and in good academic standing at the conclusion of the conference season.

The Coast Conference coaches will select a "Coach of the Year". Head coaches will vote for the award. 
ARTICLE VII
CODE OF CONDUCT & DECORUM POLICY
A) COACHING ETHICS


It is the duty of the coach to be in control of his players at all times in order to prevent any unsportsmanlike act toward opponents, officials, or spectators.


Coaches are expected to comply wholeheartedly with the intent and spirit of the rules. The deliberate teaching of players to violate the rules is indefensible.


Coaches should teach their players to respect the dignity of the game, officials, opponents and the institutions they represent.


Coaches should confine their discussion with the game officials to interpretations of the rules and not constantly challenge umpire decisions involving judgment.


"Bench Jockeying" will not be allowed. Coaches are to prohibit bench jockeying, which would include personal or malicious remarks, cursing or obscene language towards opponents, umpires, and spectators.


Coaches should refrain from any personal action that might arouse players or spectators to unsportsmanlike behavior.


Coaches should expect from the umpires a courteous and dignified attitude toward players and themselves.


During each conference game the opposing team is limited to stretching on their own dugout side of the field. The home team will adhere to this policy as well.


Coaches shall have players dressed prior to arrival at a site (Baseball field). Intent: No dressing or undressing in the dugout.


Coaches shall have players leave the visiting dugout and the facility in the same condition after the completion of the game.

B) GAME PERSONEL AND THEIR DUTIES 
· The Head Coach is a person employed or appointed by an institution to be responsible for the team’s actions on and off the field. A substitute Head Coach shall be designated in the event the head coach is absent or ejected. A player or assistant coach shall be designated as the substitute; and such substitute coach shall have the duties, rights and responsibilities of a head coach. All substitute head coaches must meet CCCAA Constitution and Bylaw requirements and be an assistant coach. 
DECORUM POLICY 

Governed by the NCAA Rulebook and the CCCAA Constitution and Bylaws. Where the official rulebook and CCCAA decorum rules differ, the more stringent rules shall apply.
ARTICLE VIII

Protest NCAA Rule 5  
A) PROCEDURE

· For regular-season contests, each conference should adopt a procedure for protesting a game when a coach claims that an umpire’s decision is in violation of these rules. No protest ever shall be permitted on judgment decisions by the umpire.

B) TIMING and JURISDICTION

· Any protest by the Head Coach of a competing team must be made at the time of the action or incident that caused the protest and before play is resumed. If the game ends (legal contest) in a protectable situation, the offended team has until all infielders have left fair territory and the catcher has cleared the dirt / batting circle to voice its protest intentions. All protests must be made to the Umpire-in-chief. Decisions on a protest are made by the conference commissioner. In games involving nonconference teams, the decision on the protest shall be made by the conference commissioner of the designated home team. 
C) FILING A PROTEST 
· When a Head Coach claims that an umpire’s decision violates NCAA rules, the Umpire-in-chief must: (1) allow the Head Coach the right to file a protest; (2) announce to each Head Coach, to the official scorer and to the public-address announcer that the game is being played under protest; and (3) note and record the game situation at the time of the protest. Once ejected, a head coach may not protest a game situation. If a protest is lodged, it must be done by the designated head coach.
D) DECISION ON A PROTEST

· If the protest is proven to be legitimate and has a bearing upon the game, then it is upheld and play resumes from the point of the protest. No replay of any part of a game will be allowed, even if the protest is proven to be legitimate, if the play in question did not directly affect the outcome of the game. Note: For nonconference games, it is the responsibility of the two competing teams to arrange for the completion of the game or declare such game “no contest.”
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
