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Subsidizing is defined as providing ANY manner of service or financial assistance to prospects or student­ athletes that is not available to the student body in general, or, authorized by the 3C2A legislation.
Subsidization in any manner by the college or individual(s) or groups acting in the interest of the college is not permitted and may impact a student's eligibility to compete.

A prospect or student athlete:

A. Shall not accept money or products in exchange for participating in athletics, except those items issued by the college for practice or competition.
B. Shall not accept assistance to pay for tuition, fees, housing, meals, books, supplies, or transportation, except from those person(s) on whom the prospect is financially dependent or through the institution's financial aid office.
C. Shall not accept assistance in obtaining, securing, or soliciting housing, unless that help is available to all students at the community college.
D. Shall make rent payments directly to their landlord and not give payments to another individual, except that person(s) on whom the prospect or student athlete is financially dependent.
E. Shall not accept payment for a job that does not exist or at a higher rate than the actual value of the job.
F. Shall not accept the use of credit cards, debit cards, phone cards, etc.
G. Shall not accept any award, loan, grant, or scholarship not available to all eligible students at the community college.
H. Shall not accept payment for serving as a coach of a team while competing on that same team during a season of sport.

As a student-athlete, I understand that it is a violation of the California Community College Athletic Association (3C2A) Constitution and Bylaws to accept any form of financial assistance to meet any part of my college expenses, other than what is available to other students on campus. Any commitment by the college, their representatives or agents to provide other financial support would be a violation of the 3C2A Constitution and I may be declared ineligible for athletic competition.
